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In the Gospel of John (14:18 ) Jesus declares that he WM/
would never leave us as orphans, but will come to us in our
time of need. The Apostle James would later state in his letter by the same name
to remind the church that one of their basic missions was to care for and visit the
orphans and widows in their trouble (remember they had no welfare system in
place in those days).

It is now winter and one of the best ways to "get through" the cold and dark
days is to look forward to spring - for it is surely coming. April and May will be
here soon enough, when 'Ripe is the bud, green is the grass, and risen is the Lord'.
Easter celebration will be in April this year and then in May we are inviting the
Matsiko World Orphanage Choir to perform at the church on Sunday, May 5th.

They come to us as part of their national tour to raise awareness and support for
the over 600 million orphans around the world, as well as all those who are victims
of illegal trafficking. This is their mission which we have chosen to support.

It is truly a blessing and an inspiration to be part of mission focused church with
many outreach programs that support the hungry and the homeless, such as at the
Church of the Master in Providence, or the local food cupboard and thrift shop at
Trinity Episcopal Church. Then there is the support that goes to McAuley House
for orphans and the fellowship offerings which help those in need in our own
community. And while those are local missions, there is also the international
reach by supporting missions in Honduras or Puerto Rico as well as the ABCUSA
offerings for World Missions, America for Christ, and One Great Hour of Sharing.

Missions are the heartbeat of the church and the heart of NSBC beats very

strong.
