 It doesn't seem to us that when we wash dishes, cook a meal, or mop the floor, or mow 

the lawn (it is Spring) that God would view these mundane tasks as Holy before him, yet              

according to the scriptures He can and does.  To better understand how that is possible, we need 

to understand the true meaning of holiness (the Greek Hagios).  Hagios or Holy in the New 

Testament implies or means having the right relationship with God.

When that happens, our sins and alienation from God is covered from the 

sight of God by the righteousness of Jesus, his Son.  Therefore, now from God's point of view 

He only sees the holiness of Christ in us, not our sins and rebellious ways. 

 

 Since we are under that grace, Christ no longer wants us to be sin conscious (guilt) but                

conscious of His righteousness in us (declared to not be guilty), therefore we are a holy people, 

a chosen nation (God's nation, 1 Peter 2:4). 

 

 So next time you are out for a walk, a hike, or at work, or pruning the bushes, or             

driving that car, try to think about it a different way and you may find the peace and strength 

(He is strong enough to carry our burdens) that Christ promised us as His Holy people.  Happy
